The purpose of this course is to provide an integrated language arts study in reading,
writing, speaking, listening, and language for college and career preparation and readiness.
Vocabulary work is derived from reading the required novel and short story selections assigned
and from grade level academic vocabulary necessary for state-mandated testing. Students will be
studying long and short works of fiction and nonfiction, poetry, drama, and the epic.
